10 things to know about Haver …

1. Haver Analytics is unlike most Library databases.  Unfortunately there is no remote connection to Haver through the usual IP authentication.
2.         Haver Analytics resides on a Library Systems computer where Haver sends automatic updates, in near real time.
3.         You need to install DLX View and Graph to use Haver.
4.         There are specific installation instructions, vetted by Library Systems and available through the Library libguides (link).
5.         Haver will be catalogued sometime soon during the winter of 2014.
6.         Haver is intended to be used on campus – why?

a.      No student can use Haver off-campus 

b.      No students have VPN access –WPA is for on-campus wireless

c.      Exceptionally faculty and staff could use Haver via VPN.  VPN is not for everyone, requiring extra time and support to setup.  Martin Emery at FSS has helped FSS faculty to connect to Haver via VPN in the past

7.         Haver is installed in MRT 308 and on the public pc’s in GSS and FSS.
8.         If students are having problems using Haver when they click on DLX View and Graph from computers in the Library, then it is probably because they need to give extra time for the pc to map over to Haver.

9.         Haver Analytics is pretty fancy, or at least many elite economists have it.  Haver provides mostly macroeconomic data for visualisation and for downloading for detailed econometric analysis.

10.      Haver will give on-demand training with some lead time. 
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
