Tabulation – Crosstab
This tutorial will demonstrate how to create a simple cross-tabulation in Odesi. 

Let’s say we’re interested in internet use among young people. We’re going to work with the Canadian Internet Use Survey from 2007. This is found under the Communications and Information’ section of the data repository. [click to this]
First we need to choose which variables we want to work with. We want to find variables that relate to age and variables that relate to internet use.  
Let’s look at internet use first. 

Specifically, let’s look at what percentage of the population accesses the internet through a mobile device. 
According to these frequencies, 12.3% of the population access the internet through a mobile device at home.
Now let’s add this to our table. [click tabulation] Once we move into the tabulation function, clicking on this variable brings up different ways to add it to the table. Let’s add this variable as a row

Now let’s add age as column [click]
To make our results more meaningful, we should weight them. 
Weights are assigned by Statistics Canada, and help ensure that the sample size accurately reflects the larger population. Add the recommended weight, and click okay

The table now indicates that the weight is on. 
Once the weight is on, we again see that 12.3% of the population accesses the internet through their phone – 
but this number is much higher for young people, and much lower for seniors. Creating this cross-tab has given us a much more nuanced picture of internet use by phone. 

I can remove a variable by selecting “Remove from table” in the drop down menu. To completely clear the table, click the reset icon in the top right-hand menu.
