Layers viewlet content

· The tabulation feature in <odesi> allows users to easily create cross tabulations of varying complexities using the frequency data of 2 or more variables.
· In this tutorial, you will learn how to create a simple crosstab using 2 variables, and also how to modify the crosstab by adding layers.
· Begin by choosing a survey to work with.
· Notice that you are in the Description view.
· Click on the Tabulation tab to open the tabulation menu and a blank crosstab.
· Now you can add variables to your crosstab.
· Select a variable and click on it to either add it to the column or row of the crosstab.
· Also select a variable to add to the layers of your crosstab.
· Currently, we are looking at the age and marital status of respondents whose highest level of education is secondary school or less.
· Using the drop-down menus, you can modify what is presented in the crosstab.
· From the drop-down menu for education, select University Diploma to view only the age and marital status of respondents with a university diploma.
· Selecting Choose categories will open a new window containing a list of all the categories within this variable.
· For this demonstration, we are only interested in post-secondary education.
· Click on this box to deselect Secondary school or less from the list.
· Click on Update when you are finished.
· To clear the crosstab, click on the reset icon.
